Guidelines for Authors
The Editor of Annales Universitatis Paedagogicae Cracoviensis. Studia Psychologica accepts original articles in Polish and in English, in the field of psychology and related areas (empirical, theoretical, problematic and general, reports on research and reviews).

The authors of papers prepared in English are obliged to send a statement about their linguistic correctness, signed by a professional translator.

Scholarly articles and reports on research are qualified for printing on the basis of an external reviewer's assesemnt, reviews based on the decision of the Editorial Board. Review procedure and rules of article qualification for printing, as well as a review form sample, are available on the website.
The article author is obliged to reveal the contribution of all persons substantively involved in the production of the article, and to provide information about financial sources of the publication. Non-disclosure of the contribution of persons involved in the production of the article (ghostwriting), as well as listing a person who did not contribute to the production of the publication among its authors, (guest authorship) are symptoms of scholarly dishonesty. All publications which are send to review are tested witch anti-plagiarism system.

Sending the text by electronic mail in the form of a MS Word file to the Editor of Annales Universitatis Paedagogicae Cracoviensis. Studia Psychologica is unambiguously considered the author's declaration of :
a) the originality of the paper and not infringing copyright, or any rights of third persons,

b) not having published the text anywhere so far, and not having submitted it to review in any other journal,

c) giving unconditional consent to publish the article and to transfer copyright to the Editor.

 Manuscripts of the texts sent to press should meet the following requirements:

(a) A scholarly article should not exceed 1 publisher's sheet (40,000 char with spaces), along with footnotes, references, tables, figures and appendices. 

(b)  A report should include  all parts of report on research prepared according to  the APA standard and shall not exceed 5 pages of typescript A4 (9,000 char with spaces). 

(c) A review should not exceed the size of 7 standard typescript pages. 

(d) Texts should be saved a MS Word file, font 12 pt, double-spaced. Tables and figures must be placed in the appropriate place in text (do not enclose them separately). The pages of text should be numbered.
(e)  Abstract must be included at the end of the text (no longer than 120 words) as well as the keywords (maximum 5 words), then the Authors' names and affiliations (do not write a degree and/or position), correspondence address.
(f)  The established way of text formatting and literature reference and reference list at the end of the article should conform to the APA standards (American Psychological Association Manual www.apastyle.org).
(g) Reference list, arranged in alphabetical order, without numbering particular items, should be prepared according to the following order:
- for books: author name, first name initials, publication year (in brackets), title, publication place, publishing house;
- for magazines: author name, first name initials, publication year (in brackets), title of the publication, title of the journal, volume, (number or issue within a year), pages;
- for texts from collective work or chapters of books: author name, first name initials, publication year (in brackets), title, first names' initials and editor name (ed.) or author name, title of the book, publication year, publishing house, pages.

(h) When citing a given item in text, it is enough to write the author's name and the year of the work's publication, e.g. Matczak (1982) or (Matczak, 1982). In case of referring to a definition, an essential statement or including a verbatim citation, the page number must be provided, e.g. Matczak (1982, p. 125). 
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
