Article review and printing qualification procedure


General rules

Review procedure is consistent with the guidelines of the Ministry of Science and Higher Education.

Having received and article and reports on research, the Editorial Board preliminarily evaluates them to regard substantive and formal requirements. Reviews are accepted for printing on the basis of the Editorial Board's decision, while scholarly articles are submitted to further review process. The review process is doubly anonymous, neither the reviewers nor the authors know their personal data. Names of reviewers who review articles throughout a given year are published in the journal and on the website. The review is fundamental to the decision on accepting or rejecting the article, which is made by the Editorial Board.


Rules of selecting reviewers

The article is subject to review by two independent reviewers, who are experts in the field of issues mentioned in the article. There is no conflict of interests between the authors and the reviewers. 
 


Form of review

The review is written and made on the basis of a standard review form. The review includes remarks about the content and article evaluation on a scale from 1 (rejected) to 4 (accepted without revisions) with justification, and guidelines for the authors regarding further work on the text.


Article printing qualification procedure

The author will receive the review   with a request to issue a written opinion on the reviewer's remarks and make recommended corrections.

Articles and reports on research, which receive positive review outcomes (i.e. at least grade 3), may be accepted for printing on condition that they are revised as suggested by the reviewer. Not allowing for the essential reviewer's remarks as well as no justification for not taking them into consideration, constitute a basis for the article rejection. 

If the article is not qualified for printing, the author receives the review along with the opinion of the Editorial Board. 

 The author sends the revised version of the article with a letter informing about the corrections made, and the opinion on the received reviews and remarks.

The managing editor verifies the consistency of revisions with the reviewer's recommendations, whereas the Editorial Board finally approves the text for printing.


Course of editorial work

Articles that qualify are submitted to language copyediting and technical editing.

The author receives a printout of the formatted text and proofs it.
